DRESS CODE
The prom is a formal event, so no blue jeans or casual clothes will be permitted. 

The MHS DRESS CODE WILL BE ENFORCED FOR ALL STUDENTS AND THEIR GUESTS, with the fol-
lowing exceptions: girls may wear spaghetti straps or strapless dresses. However, no dresses 
may expose any part of the mid-riff; no “cut-outs” or sheer fabric will be allowed in the mid-
dle area of a dress.  Backless dresses must not descend below the waistline.

No busts, no bottoms, no bellies should be visible

Additionally, students and their guests are reminded that there should be no visible body 
piercings, or tattoos. No earrings are permitted for males.  MALES MUST BE CLEANLY SHAVEN. 
Once again, all MHS dress codes will still be enforced.
