The Lt. Governor will then select a single nominated individual to represent
their division, and then submit the application and essay to the Texas-Oklahoma
Foundation. Out of the 40 active divisions in Texas-Oklahoma only 20 nominated
individuals will be awarded the Sophomore of the Year scholarship.

Winners will be announced at the Texas-Oklahoma District Convention
in 2026. A representative of your Kiwanis Club will notify the winners.
Scholarship redemption instructions will be included in the award letter.

When the scholarship is requested by the student, the funds will be forwarded to the
college, university, or technical (trade) school to be applied to the student’s account.
